What Is Snapchat?

Snapchat is a social media app used
for messaging and sharing photos
and videos. You must be 13+ to
sign up. Users can send messages
[smaps) to others that are only seen
for a set time e.g., 10 seconds and
users can also upload snaps to
stories, which disappear after 24
hours.

Most VR Headsets have a minimum
age recommendation of 13+ and VR
games are rated by PEGI too so check
their age rating/suitability.
