Welcome back everyone to the new academic year at St Wilfrid’s! 

The children, as always, have started so enthusiastically and have loved joining their new classes and seeing 

their friends again.  It is lovely to have the chatter and sounds of the children back into the school. 

 

Covid 19 – Return to School 

In line with Government guidance on the return to school, children are no longer in ‘bubbles’ and we have 

returned to our usual start and end times at school. 

We continue to make sure that good hygiene is practiced, with frequent hand washing, and the ‘catch it, bin it, 

kill it’ approach to coughs and sneezes. 

In school, we ensure that windows are opened and good ventilation is in the school building.  

Public Health advice on testing, self-isolation and managing confirmed cases of Covid-19 is being followed and 

Track and Trace will now be managing positive cases and close contacts of these and subsequent actions to take. 

We do, at St Wilfrid’s, ask you to continue to wear a face mask when coming to the school office, as this is quite 

a confined space. 

Please also be mindful of the continued need to think about keeping space and distance at all times – this now 

being our personal responsibility. 

 

Our Lady and All Saints MAC – Celebration week 

Next week, we celebrate our membership of the Our Lady and All Saints MAC once again, with a further launch 

celebration.  Children will be watching a video about all schools in the MAC, carrying out activities, contacting 

other schools and attending a virtual Mass in order to get to know our new extended family and celebrate our 

journey together.
